	Introduction
	Activating Prior Knowledge

· Teacher will hang up the sign created called “thumb-ing to think about” containing facts previously gone over about thumbs.
Hook/Lead-In/Anticipatory Set

· Teacher will show the students the pictures of the xray of the human hand and show the 2 bones in the thumb. Teacher will show the gorilla hands, opossum, and koala and discuss the opposable thumbs of those animals.
· Teacher will ask students what it would be like if they did not have thumbs.

	Pre-Assessment of Students

· Teacher will hang up the sign created called “thumb-ing to think about” containing facts previously gone over about thumbs.
Modeling of the Concept

· Teacher will stand in front of the room and go through the packet with the students explaining each item. Teacher will walk students through each part.
Transition

· While teacher passes out the packets, teacher and students will discuss the facts about the pictures of the xray of the human hand, gorilla hands, opossum, and koala. 
Guiding the Practice
· Teacher will hang up the sign created called “thumb-ing to think about” containing facts previously gone over about thumbs.
· Teacher will show the students the pictures of the xray of the human hand and show the 2 bones in the thumb. Teacher will show the gorilla hands, opossum, and koala and discuss the opposable thumbs of those animals.

· Teacher will ask students what it would be like if they did not have thumbs.
· Teacher will pass out packets while the discussion is going on. 

· Teacher will have students clear their desks and open packets and removing everything from sandwich bag. Putting the sandwich bag in the envelope and setting it aside.

· Teacher will have the students review what they see in the packet. 

· Teacher will tell students today they are going to learn what it is like not to have thumbs. That the teacher is going to tape their thumbs to their hand and they are going to complete the activities in the packets. 
· As the teacher walk around taping the students thumbs, the students are to read the directions in the packets. 

· After teacher is done taping, teacher will guide the students through the activity verbally with the directions.

· Teacher will walk around and observe students completing each task observing and documenting any comments or difficulties each student may have. 

· If students are done earlier than others, teacher will provide extra challenges for the students: opening soda bottles, turning flashlights on and off, or using a TV remote. Students can also try clipping clothes pins onto plastic cups, working the buttons on the Wii controller, opening a container.
· When students are done with the activity teacher will help students un-tape their hands.

· The last 5 minutes of class students will use the blank sheet of paper as an exit slip. Students will answer the following questions: why thumbs are important, one fact they learned, and what was your favorite challenge in the packet?
Providing the Independent Practice

· The students will independently work on each of the items in the packet while teacher walks around the room and observes.
